 Have an extra collection at church. 
 Have a dinner or raffle. 
 Host a golf tournament or fun run. 
 Organize an art auction. 
 Start a customer donation program. 
 Restaurants, hotels and stores can give a percentage of their sales. 
 Firefighters can hold a boot drive. 
 Media personalities can ask for donations on TV, radio and in print. 
 Employees can pay for “dress down” days and donate the proceeds. 
 A salesperson or realtor can donate a portion of their commissions. 
 Auto dealerships can make a donation for each test drive and vehicle sold. 
 Employees can pay for sandwiches, hot dogs or barbeque prepared by co-workers. 
 Ask your employer to “match” your donation. 
 Put collection jars out at local places of business 
 Paint faces in a park or outside a store for donations
